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Presentation of the Canary Islands Territorial Council's Annual Report

ICTs strengthen their position
in the Canary Islands

On October 21 AETIC's Territorial Council in the Canary Islands
presented the 2009 edition of AETIC's annual report on the sector.
Held in the Santa Cruz de Tenerife Chamber of Commerce, the
event was opened by Juan Ruiz Alzola, director of the Canary
Islands Government's Agency for Research, Innovation and

the Information Society, and closed by the then Minister of
Employment, Industry and Commerce for the Canary Islands,
Jorge Rodriguez Marin. The meetings was also attended by the
Vice President of the Provincial Chamber of Commerce, Maria de
los Angeles Palmero, and Jesus Banegas, chairman of AETIC;
along with Alberto Villalobos, president of the AETIC Territorial
Council in the Canaries and FECATIC; and José Fernando
Rodriguez de Azero, President of the CEOE-Tenerife.

Ruiz Alzola expressed his view that ICTs are “"one of the
engines required to propel the Islands’ economy out of this crisis”
and appreciated the efforts of entrepreneurs in the sector, who
are struggling with what he described as the “problem of the

high cost of telecommunications.” Palmero called "consolidating
the business use of new technologies” the "big pending issue.”
In his speech, Banegas referred to the growth that the industry
underwent in the archipelago in 2009,

Villalobos said the 250 Canary Island ICT companies
represented by FECATIC “have an annual turnover of more
than 284 million euros, spend 5 million euros on research and
development, and more than 28 million euros on innovation.
They have created 2,500 direct jobs and have a capitalisation of
18 million eurps.”

Rodriguez de Azero noted that Europe is committed to
ICTs and “The Canary Islands cannot be an exception,” we must
develop the necessary synergies to enhance our competitiveness,
taking advantage of incentives offered by the Islands’ Economic
and Fiscal Regime." The EU estimates that every million euros we
spend on ICTs creates 33 jobs; and ICTs are the best tool with
which to implement new business ideas,” he added.
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
